Current 2023 enrolments

Before school procedures on your child’s first day in 2024

When students in Years 1-6 arrive to school on their first day back for 2024, they should come to
the gate of the Community Centre from 8.40am — 9.00am.

In 2024, the K-6 school day commences at 9am. Parent pick up is from 2.40pm — 3.00pm. Please
collect students from the gate to the Community Centre.

No primary students should be on the school site and unsupervised before 8:40am. A teacher will
be on duty from 8:40am. Any students arriving at school prior to 8:40am must attend Camp
Australia.

Students attending before school care should arrive with a parent/carer and proceed directly to
Camp Australia.

During Term 4 2023 classes were formed for 2024 with teachers and school executives taking
into consideration the social and academic needs of each individual student, and how students
may work together with others.
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After school procedures

e All students will be collected by their parents at the gate to the Community Centre from 2.40pm.
The teacher on duty will advise your child’s teacher when you arrive and the students will be
transitioned from the classroom to meet you at this gate.

e Students traveling home via the Assisted School Transport Program will be transitioned to the
vehicle when it arrives by the teacher on duty.

e Stage 2 students will be dismissed by their classroom teachers in the Burra Gorang.

e Camp Australia will meet Kindy students at their classrooms. If your child is in Years 1 — 6 and
will be attending Camp Australia, please let your child’s classroom teacher know so that we can
prepare for their transition from school to Camp Australia.

Office staff will be able to answer any administrative questions you have during this time. Our office staff will
also be able to assist you with the purchase of uniforms and the payment of contributions and fees for
students in Kindergarten to Year 12.
